SITUATIONAL AWARENESS OR fiHEY BABY, WHAT& HAPPENING? }

Situational awareness is a fancy term tha
happening around you? When you’re i n—mtn
onlyyours,but your passengers’, if you have an

busiest airspace in the world. It can help you stay out of trouble and it can also help you
anticipate what might be coming next, so you can plan your next moves accordingly. Controllers will appreciate it if you
are ready to comply with their next request. Professional pilots develop their situational awareness to a high degree.

Situational awareness is acquired not only by your understanding what you hear, but by what you
see while keeping your head on a swivel and | o
going on both inside and outside your plane requires plenty of practice — especially if you
have a nice GPS moving map display to look at — they can be quite distracting. There are
times when ATC will help you by pointing out traffic, but do not depend on them to see for
you! Aircraft in your vicinity may not be on the same frequency, such as at Van Nuys, where
there are separate frequencies for each runway and not all that much distance between them.

Or, there may be aircraft with no radios at all. This is quite possible when operating in uncontrolled airspace or other

areas where radio communications are optional — good idea, but not required. Uncontrolled airports such as Big Bear,

Rosamond, Santa Paula, Corona, etc., are prime examples. If your head is buried in the cockpit, you may hear the
communications of those pilotswhoareusi ng t heir radios, but you probably won
cut you off in the pattern.
